RULES OF THE GAME

A baseball game consists of nine innings with each team
~ batting nine times.

A gtrike is a pitched ball that passes over home plate
between the batters knee and armpit.

A ball is called when a pitched ball is outside the former
described area.

The batter is allowed three strikes before being called
’out’ or four balls allows the batter to 'walk’ to first base.

A fair hit is a batted ball that settles on the fair
territory in the ’infield’ or lands in fair territory in the
’outfield’.

A base runner is ’out’ if the ball is held on first base
before he reaches it, at 2nd, 3rd and home plate the
runner must be touched with the ball EXCEPT when the
runners are ’forced’ to advance.

An innings end when three men of the batting side are
out.

The game can be terminated after seven innings if one
team leads by ten clear runs.
